The M1 junction
with the M69 is approximately 18 miles West. On the
outskirts of the County of Rutland, with the closest Market
town being Uppingham. Uppingham sits equidistant from
Oakham and Corby and is a desirable location for
commuters. Rutland boasts to be the smallest County in the
UK, home to Rutland Water, a popular destination for
fishing, cycling and bird watching, all year round.
