


Believed to have originally served as a gatehouse to the historic

Flixton Hall, The Lodge is a charming and characterful home

positioned within the atftractive village of Flixton, conveniently

located for the market tfowns of Bungay and Harleston.

The property is entered via an
entrance hall, which provides
access to stairs rising to the first
floor. From here, a double-aspect
sitting room offers a bright and
comfortable living space, centred
around a feature fireplace.
Adjacent to the kitchen is a
practical utility room with WC.

The kitchen enjoys views over the
rear garden and opens through to a
dining room, creating a sociable
layout ideal for everyday living and
entertaining. The dining room
benefits from French doors that
open directly onto the garden.
Beyond this area is a further hallway
featuring a spiral staircase leading
to the first floor. From here, a door
leads to a porch, while another
opens into a generously
proportioned reception room
located within the oldest section of
the building, adding to the
property’s sense of history and
character.

On the first floor, the
accommodation comprises four
bedrooms, one of which benefits
from ensvite facilities, in addition to
a family bathroom serving the
remaining rooms.

Outside, the rear enclosed gardens

enjoy open views across the Flixton
Estate, providing a pleasant setting.
A designated parking area is
located to the rear of the plot.

The Lodge presents a unique
opportunity to acquire a home with
historical interest, generous living
accommodation, and a desirable
village location within easy reach of
local amenities in Bungay and
Harleston.
